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CIRCE - A Classics and ICT Resource Course for Europe

Preparation requested prior to the course:

The participants will already have access to the CIRCE manual on teaching Classics with ICT as well as to the resources on the CIRCE website before the start of the course. Hands-on training materials will be distributed during the course.

Objectives of the course: 

The objectives of the course are to enable teachers of Classics from all over Europe to exploit various ICT resources available for the teaching of Ancient Greek and/or Latin and/or Classical Civilisation and to help create a new learning environment for Classics with ICT. Basic skills will be coached along with more advanced exercises and new pedagogical and didactic approaches enabled by ICT will be addressed.

Methodology: 

Various ways of using ICT in Classics will be presented in accordance with the CIRCE manual and followed up by hand-on workshops during which various skills will be brought into focus: resources available for Classics will be demonstrated and used in practice (different kinds of software, Internet resources, various databases, electronic dictionaries, inter alia). All will be set in an overall pedagogical and didactic frame.

Outcomes: 

We hope to see widespread use of the CIRCE Manual and the CIRCE website resources in everyday teaching of Classics all over Europe, along with better understanding of the possible advantages and disadvantages of using ICT in Classics. The CIRCE website forum should become a platform for European collaboration between teachers of Classics. Further additions to the electronic data bank of lesson plans on the CIRCE website are to be encouraged.

Follow-up: 

The website will provide a forum for exchange of experience and materials for the participants even after the course.
