crude death rate�



the number of children born to 1,000 women passing through the child-bearing ages (assuming none of the women die); a fertility rate of 2,1 births per woman indicates replacement level (stable population)�

gross reproduction rate�
the average number of years a person can expect to live�

net reproduction rate�
the number of births in a given year divided by the population and multiplied by 1,000�
�
total fertility rate�
the number of deaths in a specific period per 1,000 of population�
�
life expectancy at birth�
the number of deaths of babies in a specific period per 1,000�
�
crude birth rate�
it is used to indicate trends in numbers of human population - it is calculated by the number of all females of reproductive age (15 to 50 years) expressed as a ratio of the actual number of females born�
